Please acquaint yourself with these before arriving at the show!

Celebrate — Gardiner Arts Festival is open to invited artists or crafters chosen by the
Gardiner Main Street Promotions Committee.

All applications will be judged based on originality of design, workmanship, and
professional reputation. Your submitted photos must be representative of your own work.
We seek to balance the show with a range of work and price.

Only work of the person(s) filing the show application may be shown and offered for sale
(max. 2 artists per booth).

No items assembled from Kits or purchased for sale are allowed. Purchased items that are
part of the completed craft may not be sold separately. No imports are allowed.

Displays must be set up and ready for business by 9:45am and may not be
dismantled until 4:00pm. Displays must be set up within the designated space. Displays
must be sturdy, tasteful, and professional. Tables must be neatly covered to the ground on
all sides visible to the public and stock boxes kept out of sight.

At the end of the show, exhibitors must put all trash in designated areas, remove all space
markings and leave the space as clean as they found it.

Everyone involved in the 7" Annual Celebrate - Gardiner Arts Festival, including
vendors, promoters, and committee members must be courteous and attentive to the
public during the show and maintain a professional manner.

All vendors are required to have an applicable State of Maine sales tax number and report
all sales in accordance with the law. All local, state and federal laws applicable are the
responsibility of the exhibitors.

Consumption of alcoholic beverages and/or the use of drugs will be strictly prohibited
and we request that no one smoke in exhibit areas.

Exhibitors bringing children must provide proper supervision at all times.

Exhibitors must park their vehicles in designated areas only except during periods of
loading and unloading.

By signing the application, exhibitors agree to comply with these show rules.

To make this a top quality show, the Gardiner Main Street Promotions Committee
requires compliance with these rules and may request the change or removal of displays
considered unsuitable, not tasteful, or ones that interfere wi t h anot her
Anyone refusing to comply with all rules may be requested to leave the show with no
refund of the entry fee and will not be invited to return to Celebrate - Gardiner Arts
Festival in the future.
